Following concerns raised by the community, we have had discussions with Ian Marsh in the streetlighting team regarding the potential options to install lighting on a public 

footpath that runs between the end of Porlock Close and the end of Wright Street, Abram.   The scheme would consist of four lighting columns, cabling works and associated 

control equipment.     The footpath in question forms an important pedestrian route between a large housing estate and the shops and amenities in Platt Bridge Centre. It is also 

heavily used by parents and children who attend Holy Family RC Primary School as a walking route to and from school during the day.  In recent years, ward councillors have 

secured an upgrade to the path (following requests from local residents) and it is now tarmaced and this enables year round, all weather use.    The path is currently unlit and the 

Council have no statutory requirement to light it.  Discussions with Ian Marsh of the Street Lighting Team in the Places Directorate have indicated the proposed scheme is not 

something they would ordinarily provide as part of their remit. We have explored whether they could make a financial contribution but they have no funding available. The 

school and Education department have also been consulted and have indicated they cannot fund the project at this time.    The scheme also address community safety concerns, 

which residents tell us are the main reasons the footpath is not used after daylight hours.  In winter, early dark nights deters residents and schoolchildren from using this safe 

route to school.   We believe that by providing a lighting scheme, community safety concerns are addressed, the school is supported with its aims to get more children to a and 

from school on foot and residents have more options to get into the shops and amenities in Platt Bridge at night.

The current hide has only one bench and two fixed height viewing slots to allow people to spend time outdoors watching and 

connecting with local wild birds. Since it was installed the popularity of this hide has been constantly increasing. As the reserve is a popular walking route the bird hide attracts 

many different types of people including; families, recreational bird watchers, dog walkers, students from Winstanley College, retired individuals and people generally enjoying 

the outdoors from both the local community and further over the Wigan Borough.     Unfortunately it has been identified, through speaking to the reserve visitors that the bird 

hide in its current state is not adequate for the demand and to allow for the involvement of all people from the community. Due to the fixed height viewing slots people of 

different heights cannot comfortably look through the hide without sacrificing their posture, resulting in some discomfort. It is also apparent that some children have to climb on 

the hide to see though it, this again has negative effects of increasing the risk of falling and physical injury, causing damage to the hide, disturbing the wild birds and 

consequently ruining another person’s experience. Furthermore due to the fixed height the only way people using wheelchairs can see the birds is to view from around the side 

of the hide which again disturbing the birds’ activity, also with there being only one seat at the hide, people who are not able to support themselves standing are unable to use 

the hide if this seat is occupied. Therefore people with physical disabilities are not able to use the hide in the same way as more able adults.     Although this is a small request to 

extend a hide the group strives to engage the local community in the outdoors as much as possible and the existence of this bird hide does have a positive effect on physical and 

mental health, as people getting to spend more time outdoors and creating a stronger community improving interaction between people over a shared passion or time spent 

together.

This land had, 

until recently, been over-grazed, mismanaged and neglected. Access infrastructure and fencing has become dilapidated and the site is no longer secure for livestock 

management. The Trust now has full management control of the site and wishes to bring the land back to life. Recent surveys have shown that despite the mismanagement, the 

site supports an important range of UK priority species and the fields still retain a good diversity of plant species. The Trust wishes to replace the non-functional fencing with 

over 6000 meters of new fences, field gates and cattle handling facilities that will enable us to undertake conservation grazing on the land. The fields will be grazed at a low level 

to enable a more diverse and varied landscape to be created, providing plants the opportunity to flower and set seed and enabling the regeneration of species rich lowland 

grassland, a UK Priority Habitat. Soil analysis has shown that the grasslands are still capable of restoration to species rich grasslands.     The project will also create a suitably 

designed sluiced ditch system, so that water levels within the fields can be managed to enhance the grasslands value in supporting important farmland and wetland bird species. 

Scrapes (shallow ponds) will be created within the wet grasslands to provide feeding areas for target bird species. 7 Ponds will also be created to enhance the sites biodiversity 

value. The area is particularly important for the protected Great Crested Newt and the provision of new breeding habitat will greatly enhance the area for this species and for 

other important amphibian assemblages. Around the periphery of the site, new hedgerows will be planting to provide cover and enhanced feeding and breeding areas for 

wildlife.     The completion of the proposed works within Cutacre will make a significant improvement to the biodiversity of the area as a whole, especially when seen in the 

context of adjacent landscapes and habitats contained within the Great Manchester Wetlands Nature Improvement Area (NIA), a National Government scheme aimed at 

enhancing wildlife movement and connectivity. Wigan Council are fully signed up and committed to the delivery of projects that contribute to the objectives of the NIA. The UK 

Priority Species recorded within Cutacre have been identified as priority target species within the wider NIA and the Cutacre project will contribute the suite of initiatives 

proposed under the umbrella of the NIA. Individual projects, such as the Cutacre conservation grazing project, will, when combined, allow us to influence UK priority species on a 

landscape scale.    The project will also replace the worn out and dilapidated stiles with 12 user friendly kissing gates. Future projects will involve the provision of way marking 

and information boards, enhancing the visitor experience. Whilst adjacent local communities will undoubtedly benefit from the project, it is envisaged that communities further 

afield will also benefit as the project contributes to the objectives of the regional NIA initiative, which taken together, will deliver benefits to the region at the landscape level.     

It is expected that all site users will benefit from being able to visit an attractive, interesting and well managed landscape that is rich in wildlife. The Trust’s future vision for the 

site is to provide an educational resource that will increase local people’s appreciation of the wildlife to be found within the site and that can be used as an exemplar of best 

practice, showing how land can be sustainable managed as both a farm and for wildlife. Local people will be encouraged to not only appreciate the wildlife value of the area, but 

become active participants in the management of the site. Trust staff have already spoken to local site users, who have indicated their support of the project. We are keen to get 

the support of local volunteers to help run the site and we already have enquiries from local people on how they can become involved in the site. We have been talking with our 

local Wigan volunteers and they have agreed to get involved in the management of the site.

The fields will be grazed at a low level 

to enable a more diverse and varied landscape to be created, providing plants the opportunity to flower and set seed and enabling the regeneration of species rich lowland 

grassland, a UK Priority Habitat. Soil analysis has shown that the grasslands are still capable of restoration to species rich grasslands.     The project will also create a suitably 

designed sluiced ditch system, so that water levels within the fields can be managed to enhance the grasslands value in supporting important farmland and wetland bird species. 

Scrapes (shallow ponds) will be created within the wet grasslands to provide feeding areas for target bird species. 7 Ponds will also be created to enhance the sites biodiversity 

value. The area is particularly important for the protected Great Crested Newt and the provision of new breeding habitat will greatly enhance the area for this species and for 

other important amphibian assemblages. Around the periphery of the site, new hedgerows will be planting to provide cover and enhanced feeding and breeding areas for 

wildlife.     The completion of the proposed works within Cutacre will make a significant improvement to the biodiversity of the area as a whole, especially when seen in the 

context of adjacent landscapes and habitats contained within the Great Manchester Wetlands Nature Improvement Area (NIA), a National Government scheme aimed at 

enhancing wildlife movement and connectivity. Wigan Council are fully signed up and committed to the delivery of projects that contribute to the objectives of the NIA. The UK 

Priority Species recorded within Cutacre have been identified as priority target species within the wider NIA and the Cutacre project will contribute the suite of initiatives 

proposed under the umbrella of the NIA. Individual projects, such as the Cutacre conservation grazing project, will, when combined, allow us to influence UK priority species on a 

landscape scale.    The project will also replace the worn out and dilapidated stiles with 12 user friendly kissing gates. Future projects will involve the provision of way marking 

and information boards, enhancing the visitor experience. Whilst adjacent local communities will undoubtedly benefit from the project, it is envisaged that communities further 

afield will also benefit as the project contributes to the objectives of the regional NIA initiative, which taken together, will deliver benefits to the region at the landscape level.     

It is expected that all site users will benefit from being able to visit an attractive, interesting and well managed landscape that is rich in wildlife. The Trust’s future vision for the 

site is to provide an educational resource that will increase local people’s appreciation of the wildlife to be found within the site and that can be used as an exemplar of best 

practice, showing how land can be sustainable managed as both a farm and for wildlife.
