Community Connecting project that will enable the most vulnerable and isolated members of our community
to connect with like-minded people and meaningful activities.

The project will involve upgrading the clubhouse including redecorating, a disabled toilet, a meeting room and
external flagging outside with a ramp for wheelchair access.

A one night volunteer event celebrate commitments

The project is to transform an unused neglected piece of land into a wildlife garden to demonstrate to the
local community how they can create biodiversity in their own back yards

Improvements needed at the 'Ginnell' situated between Taunton Avenue Estate and Westleigh Lane, Leigh.
The youth club would like to organise day trips for members.

Daytime brass band aimed at adults who may be retired, unemployed, or simply who have some free time in
the day and would like to play in a band. No previous band or instrument experience is required

Respite opportunities for carers supported by CCSG.

The group want a fully equipped communal hub and paved area for the communal hub.

Bereavment group for widows, divorced people and people who are living alone and are over the age of 60 to
help prevent isolation and stimulate friendship.

Funding would help towards the web based entity which promotes positive mental wellbeing through exercise
and outdoor activities. The website features stories from myself and other sufferers of 'mental health issues'

who use the outdoors to combat illness.

The project aims to bring the facilities up to date to enable the whole community to use and enjoy the area

for events and competitions.

Plan to create a community hub at The St Barnabas Church on the Marsh Green Estate that will serve the
community as well as becoming a gateway system for residents, local authority, the housing provider, services
and agency's. Funding bis needed to install telephone lines, internet and computers.

Managed by WLCT Sports Development, in partnership with Wigan Council and Wigan Borough Sports Council
The project is to build confidence, help people identify their own strengths and learn to manage their
weaknesses/challenges. Also, create products for health and wellbeing and work as a team to create a product.
They can decide on the packaging/costing/marketing and sell it to their peers or give as gifts.

The group intend on running an autumn/winter multi-activity programme in our community clubhouse for

girls aged 8-14 twice a week

Engraving service as either another trading activity of the Community Warehouse or as a separate Social

Enterprise Micro-Business.

A place where bowlers and visiters can seek shelter and converse with others.

To provide a regular and sustainable fundraising platform for local charities and community groups, to reduce
social isolation amongst the elderly, to raise money to help fund other projects in Orrell and Billinge.

Low Bank Ground and Hinning House are Wigan’s outdoor education centres in the Lake District. TheyThe
Centres offer residential experiences to children and adults.

Currently in the process of renovating a run-down pavilion that we are hoping to repair to a standard that
enables the local community to use the building once again.

Film screenings for the Wigan community, jointly run by our students and community members to promote
intergenerational socialisation and learning.

A series of community concerts throughout the Wigan area, which will involve other groups, individuals,
schools, churches, youth groups and senior citizen group

This project is to create a model railway engineering project run by a team of volunteers who want to share
their passion and expertise with others. The volunteers are primarily retired individuals

The Explorer unit meets weekly onFriday evenings. At these meetings a variety of activities take place, such as
Duke of Edinburgh preparation, first aid training or fundraising events. Outdoor activities are always popular
with the young people and the unit has its own outdoor space where these can take place.

Leigh and District has about 50 homeless people and many more socially disadvantaged, disabled, vulnerable
and lonely elderly people plus an increasing number of refugees, asylum seekers and immigrants. Leigh Caring
Kitchen (LCK) is a voluntary organisation, based in the Pentecostal Church in Ullswater Street Leigh, which is
seeking to serve these people, principally the homeless

Community Garden in Beech Hill in the grounds of St Anne’s Church and Community Centre.

The project will facilitate a Christmas Market within the village of Standish which will offer residents the
opportunity to buy Christmas related goods locally without having to travel to Manchester.

Run a range of different fitness classes and enter competitions.

At present Tyldesley RUFC has 3 senior teams a thriving mini section [6 to 11years] and a junior section [12 to
17 years.] Practices take place Tuesday,Wednesday and Thursday evenings and are extremely well attended

Summary of purpose of the grant

Provide a dementia/short term memory day service that runs Monday-Friday. The group provides a safe and
stimulating environment reducing isolation whilst supporting people to be independent and remain in their
own homes for longer.

Encourage healthy activity including access to elite sports such as rowing, paddle sports, power boating and
diving, all which lead to accredited qualifications. All of the activities support the development of life skills
such as leadership increased confidence, commitment and teamwork. They also provide valuable training for
adult volunteers whatever their age (18-80).

The club aims to maximise opportunities for people to undertake a wide range of sport & recreation activities
throughout the borough. Funding was awarded to the Club to help them provide these facilities in order to
encourage people stay active and healthy within the community

Arts for Nature works with professional artists, health care specialists, researchers and conservationists to
create solutions for priority issues through the activities and events we provide. These include regular group
walks, creative workshops, school residencies and a Family Arts Festival.

Delivers a course for up to 50 people who want to work in social care in the Wigan and Leigh areas. The project
is to train 50 people who are unemployed, been made redundant or wishing to change career to be able
secure work in the social care sector and become citizen leaders.

Community Connecters project, based in Bramble House, Wigan. The main emphasis of the Project is to work
with members of society, of all ages and abilities, who are at risk of social isolation, by helping improve social
interaction and wellbeing.

Youth enterprise and youth engagement focus that will continue and develop through working closely with
Youth Voice and Engagement. AIM will also create projects that identify, through work with Police, YOT and
RS, those young people at risk of entering into the criminal justice system. The funding secured will enable a
transformation of an underused council asset into a community hub.

UK based volunteer run charity that seeks to empower communities in developing countries through the
provision of free books and educational resources.

A scheme has now been developed which would see its acquisition and restoration by a new charity which will
take the form of a Building Preservation Trust. This would retain the existing Leigh Spinners Company in its
existing location on the bulk of the ground floor. Funding will help towards the restoration of the Spinners Mill
which will act as a community hub.

Community hockey club that is based on the periphery of Wigan town centre. Funding will help them to
deliver a new junior grassroots Hockey program within schools and community facilities across the borough.
The Community & Voluntary sector in Wigan have recently established a 'new' Borough wide Youth Forum.
The strategic aim of the group is to look at how the Borough can deliver differently its services to young
people.

BYOU is a young people’s support group for young people who identify as Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender or Questioning
(LGBTQ). BYOU want to develop an adult BYOU group, as there is no current provision for adult LGBTQ in our communities.

A pilot project developing community driven social enterprises, with the ultimate aim of establishing a
microenterprise hub at Worsley Hall Community Allotment in the volunteer-built strawbale
classroom, “Jack’s House”.

The project will engage adults of all ages who are not in work, largely as a result of underlying health
conditions and other barriers; who suffer from isolation, low self esteem and self neglect, and are at
risk of deteriorating physical and mental health. The project will specifically target those ineligible for
a personal budget.

Adventure Service Challenge (ASC) is a nationally recognised and accredited integrated scheme of
activities based around adventure, service and challenge aimed at children aged 8 to 14+ years. ASC
scheme will involve a two-hour session delivered every week during term-time facilitated by two
Scheme Leaders supported by ten volunteers.

A series of activities in Hag Fold during the 2016 Easter and Summer holidays, which, on the face of it,
is aimed at keeping children active and ensures that the children involved ‘Start Well’ in life. The less
obvious aim is to ensure that children from deprived backgrounds are able to eat before and during

the activity in order to ensure that they do not suffer weight loss or regress physically.
A programme to give ex-military men and women that ability to be able to enhance their mental

wellbeing, be able to function in society and aid with problems that specifically rise from leaving the

confines of service.
The project will allow greater use of the school buildings not only to serve the students but the whole

community. The aim is to open the school from 7:30am to 9pm every day of the week meeting the
needs of all.

Targeted and specialist support specifically aimed at 13-25 year olds such as Drug & Alcohol
awareness, Sexual Health awareness, developing positive relationships and Child Weight
Management advice. Development a peer mentor scheme through the delivery of Health Champions
Training

The objective of the project is to produce a Strategy for the Wigan borough which will encourage and
enable community groups to develop their own small scale renewable and low carbon energy

facilities.
A mobile multi-sensory service across the Borough of Wigan for adults and children with additional

needs, such as acute brain injury, autism, learning and physical disabilities, mental health issues and

dementia
Development a new allotment site with good facilities and management in line with best practice, on

land provided by the parish council. Estimated to take between 2 and 3 years to raise funding and

achieve the full plan.
ProtoGP Schools Kart Challenge pilot is an early intervention provision which uses motorsport as a

tool to engage SEND/Pre-NEET young people in STEM education and vocational learning and equip

them with new digital fabrication and design skills
A partnership of two schools (in opposite parts of the borough) who both serve areas of high

deprivation. The aim is to build a sustainable model for parent partnership.
A Feasibility Study for the ActivelLinX project. ActivelLinX aims to get more people physically active. It

will focus on engaging people who are inactive or face extensive barriers to developing a more active
lifestyle and whom previous initiatives haven’t engaged.
Free computer training and workshops for the residents of Scholes.

A feasibility study with a view to establishing a new Wellbeing Centre at the Wigan and Leigh Hospice.

Mentoring service that will provide early intervention and care for young people who are vulnerable
and might find themselves in one or some of the following circumstances: entry in to the looked after
system; drugs/alcohol misuse; self-harm; bullying; homelessness; family and relationship breakdown.

Self-sustaining community hub. Encouraging self-reliance within the community and the development of social
enterprise models.

Community farm including market garden, working woodland, community allotments and care farm; providing
opportunities for healthcare and therapy, alternative education facilities, food production and development
of work and training opportunities. The project will also establish a time bank framework to coordinate
community volunteer time and skills.

Self-sustaining community hub, offering a range of localised support through provision of business and
resources.

Capacity building network for local community and voluntary organisations through; social networks,
coordination of the sector, volunteer brokerage and enterprise development.

Warehouse facility operating as a hub for development of social enterprise — offering training and
employment opportunities. Supplemented by outlet for resale of recycled goods and bulk purchases at low
cost.

Target cohorts: Ex-offenders returning to Wigan, former homeless, long term unemployed, people with mental
health problems and financially excluded

Local community hub to improve quality of life for local people, particularly the most vulnerable.
Development of town centre based credit union facilities with online banking and business banking for social
enterprise. Financial education work in schools to encourage responsible saving.

Single point of contact for coordinated access to information, advice and support for adult and young carers.

Supporting vulnerable people to get better involved, engaged and connected with their community by
encouraging and facilitating their participation in a variety of social, leisure and physical or sporting activities
via an innovative buddying initiative, backed by community connecting training for their buddies/partners.
Community hub incorporating self-contained accommodation linked to holistic support programme focussed
on developing self-reliance and community responsibility.

Community Capacity Building network for the local community.

The project aims to provide a play area designed to be used by children of a range of ages and abilities. This
will involve removal of the old equipment and replacing it with a new play area. The project aims to encourage
children to enjoy more physical activity in order to improve their health and wellbeing.

Supporting improvements in green infrastructure. It does this by directly supporting individuals and
community groups who are in need of resources. Green Crew aim to support adult social care services by
providing opportunities to deliver local community activities that reduce isolation. The project will increase
levels of physical activity to improve wider health and well-being.

Delivers work related skills and experiences in Motor Vehicle studies to help participants to become work
ready and ultimately economically active in the borough. The majority of the work related skills they will
acquire will be transferable and therefore not exclude them from working in other industry sectors.

The project aims to use arts as a tool for social change through the hosting of workshops and sessions. Healthy
Arts aim to reduce anti-social behaviour and provide community connecting.

With the introduction of the Fur Clemt Cafe, the project will be able to provide a necessary service to alleviate
hunger to those children in most need in our Communities by having the opportunity to access food during
school holidays. As well as providing a nourishing meal to children, families and the public, this project will
also reduce landfill waste therefore reducing council costs and eventually become self-sustaining.

Supplies food to the Storehouse Project and The Brick. This enables food to be available for families in crisis
situations, food for school Breakfast Clubs. The project will also start simple cookery classes using foods
supplied in the usual foodbank parcels.

In partnership with Wigan Leisure Culture Trust (WLCT) and Street Games, will provide support to a network of
sustainable "Doorstep Clubs” that will provide a vibrant and varied sporting offer to young people in more
deprived areas.

A mentoring service for 120 young people a year, between the ages of 12 — 19, to create a pathway to
participation in sport, education, arts and leisure projects. The proposal includes a 15 week intervention and
participants will be identified in partnership with Wigan Council

The project aims to establish a community hub aiming to supporting families facing a range of issues (youth
offending, crime, unemployment, domestic abuse, substance misuse etc.). They will support families to get
stronger and more resilient so they can respond positively to challenges in future and engage with the wider
community.

Therapeutic counselling and emotional and practical support for children, young people and families harmed
by, living with and witnessing domestic abuse. The project will deliver beneficial, long term outcomes for the
individual and the borough through appropriate interventions and partnership working with others that are
seeking to ensure that the best possible outcomes are secured.

Community interest company based at the former Wigan Magistrates building and Gerard Winstanley Building
on Crawford Street in Wigan Town Centre. They offer a Creative Arts and Enterprise Hub for local
entrepreneurs to set up and develop creative industries in a supported environment.

Cadence will run a range of employment related workshops and will provide extensive support to those who
are looking for employment; those who are long term unemployed and school leavers in order to combat
unemployment. The project will provide a range of activities and projects to engage the community and having
it under one roof will make it easily accessible to all. The activities that will be running will create networking
opportunities for like-minded individuals. Cadence Café aim to expand services to increase capacity and create
a community hub.

Aim to create an older people's hub. The project wants to adopt an innovative approach to improve health
and wellbeing while offering peer support and community mapping. There will be activities that include using
volunteer companions and the group will provide IT classes, art therapy and counselling.
