ST OSWALD'S ROAD/VICARAGE ROAD & ADJACENT ROADS (WN4 9NR) 
 
I recently submitted a request to Greater Manchester Police (GMP) for copies of all Traffic 
Regulation/Prohibition orders, past and present, relating to the above roads. They have replied that the 
information requested is not held by GMP and that I need to direct my request to the local council. 
 
The two named roads are governed by signage and designated as "Access Only"; are subject to yellow 
no parking lines and a 20 mph speed restriction. The latter is not enforced by either GMP or the Local 
Authority. 
 
Please also advise who is responsible for the enforcement of these restrictions? 
 
I will be grateful if you will supervise or delegate the production of copies of all the relevant orders as 
detailed above. 
 

Response 
 
The sealed orders are attached as requested. The orders are relating to the ‘No through road’ 
restriction, the double yellow lines and the 20mph legal order.  
 
The no through road restriction is enforced as a moving traffic offence by Greater Manchester Police. 
 
The double yellow line parking restrictions are enforced by Wigan Council’s Parking Services Team.

The 20mph speed limit is enforced by Greater Manchester Police as a speeding offence which local 
authorities do not have the authority to enforce. Speeding complaints should be directed to
