Admission number (number of places available) - 170

The school have admitted over their determined admission number for the 2025/26
Year 7 intake.

Number of preferences received on time (by the closing date) — 347

How places were allocated
Lowton Church of England High school is a Foundation School.

All applications were processed using the ‘equal preference’ system as explained in the
‘Applying for a Year 7 place 2025/26 booklet'.

169 places were allocated to children whose applications were received before the 14t
February 2025. This left 1 place to offer to late applicants whose applications were
received before 10" March 2025. The last of place was allocated to a child in criterion 2
who lives 1.481 miles from the school.

Applications received after the closing date of 31 October 2024 are deemed to be late
and only considered after applications received on time. Changes of preferences
received after the closing date are also classed as late applications.
